With high coverage and a quick 10-minute drying
time, Primer PanelTack™ is suitable for use with various panels and
wall cladding materials, including high-pressure laminate (HPL),
aluminum composite materials (ACM), porcelain, ceramic, and
other natural materials.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE

All substrates must be firm, clean, dry, dust-free and grease-
free. Do not apply in windy conditions. Do not apply during rain,
frost, misty conditions, or risk of dew, as this will result in surface
condensation. Install PanelTack™ at temperatures between 40°F
and 85°F (5°C and 30°C). Always ensure adequate ventilation
during installation.

Always do a test area to ensure product satisfaction, including
adhesion to substrate, and/or to become familiar with proper
application techniques prior to use. It is the user's responsibility
to determine the condition and suitability of all surfaces before
application. All panels must be in ideal condition to ensure a proper
bond. Refer to the panel manufacturers’ Technical and Safety Data

Sheets prior to use. DO NOT USE the panel under the following

conditions:

+ Contains damage, intolerable curving or warping

+ Contains incorrect pretreatment or primer on the bonding
surface
Incorrect alignment of the PanelTack™ primers with the primer
contact points on the support structure
If the surface to be bonded is not sufficiently dry
Ifitisincompatible with the bonding system

Panels should be flat before bonding, particularly for larger panels,
which require even greater care in terms of handling and storage.

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APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

Primer PanelTack™ is part of a complete system for bonding wall

panels and facade cladding.

1. Using a clean, dry, lint-free cloth, use Primer PanelTack™ to
cleanthe support structure to which the panels will be installed.

2. After the support structure has been cleaned and is completely
dry, apply Primer PanelTack™ to the back of the cladding panel
or substrate in one consistent layer using a clean, dry, lint-free
cloth. Do not get product on the front of the panel to avoid
staining or marking.

3. Allow Primer PanelTack™ to dry (at least 10 minutes).

4. After Primer PanelTack™ has been applied to the cladding
panel and is completely dry, apply PanelTack™ FoamTape™ and
PanelTack HM™ continuously and vertically along the entire
support structure, applying no more FoamTape™ or PanelTack
HM™ than can be covered in 10 minutes (open time).

5. Once the PanelTack™ products have been applied, avoid
touching the exposed adhesive and pretreated surfaces, as this
may adversely affect the finaladhesion.
